I.  Call to Order and President's Report
A.  Call to Order and Introductions.  President Beastall called the meeting to order at 1:37 p.m.  She had the members of the Committee and the three candidates for the 2010-2013 terms on the Committee who were in attendance introduce themselves.
B.  Approval of the Minutes.  The minutes for February 10, 2010, were approved as corrected:  III.A. Add Kral to committee names; spell Waaler correctly;  III.B.  Substitute Todd for Bechtel in last sentence;  IV.C.  change SUAA Action to SUAAction; and IV.E. revise the statement of Tousey's duties to "the responsibility for the workshops with assistance of Dennis Vidoni."
C.  Review of schedule of meetings for spring, 2010.  Beastall went over the list of meeting dates in the agenda for the Executive Committee; the Regional Meeting on April 6; the Spring Chapter Meeting on April 25 and the State Annual Directors Meeting on June 22-23.  Notable fall meeting dates are October 5 (possible) for the State SUAA meeting and August 20-22 for the Big Ten Retirees Association Meeting at Indiana University.  Beastall has been asked to send the names of those interested in receiving information on the Big 10 to the organizers.  So far, these will be Beastall, Todd, and Williamson.  Others interested in getting the information should let her know.  [NOTE:  Later in the meeting it was announced that the first Survivors Assistance Workshop this spring will be held on April 30.]
D.  President’s Report.  Beastall discussed the need to get new brochures from the state office for our meetings and, as Dollins noted, for any membership drive.  Some copies of past brochures were circulated.  The importance of dating these publications was noted.  Beastall also discussed the final version of the SUAAction fund raising letter sent to Chapter members.  She is concerned that we still do not have a summary of how the funds raised for SUAAction have been spent so far.  She also noted that Hugh Satterlee has asked to be dropped from the Committee’s roster.
II. Treasurer’s Report:  Brighton distributed a copy of the report for activity in February 2010 and the year to date since July 1, 2009.  This is the first report on a month under the new local dues level.  The only disbursements were for the continuing items (Executive Committee meetings, website, and telephone).  
III.  Action Items
A.  Plans for Regional Meeting, April 6 at the Hawthorne Suites. Dollins noted that everything is pretty well set up. He went over the draft of the program provided to the Committee.  There was a brief discussion of how the costs are being shared between the Chapter and the State.  It was agreed to put an announcement in Inside Illinois and in the Newsletter if this were possible.

B.  Plans for Spring General Membership Meeting, April 25, I Hotel.  These are pretty well set.  The arrangements will be the same as in the past.  Bechtel has provided President Ikenberry with information on our thoughts about the program.

C.  Communications Committee.  Rockwood was aiming to have the Newsletter to the printer by the end of the following week (about March 19).  Engelgau requested approval for the Communications Committee to have a budget of up to $5000 for such items as advertisements in Inside Illinois, letters to new retirees, and letters to new employees.  This proposal was approved.  There was discussion of the mailer to new retirees and how it might be circulated (mail, email).  Comments on the draft circulated at the meeting should be sent to Netter.  Netter noted the need to distinguish those who were already members from those who were not.  If it is mailed, it could include a brochure on SUAA.

IV.  Reporting Items
A.  State Executive Committee.  Dollins reported that it was agreed to move the State’s office.  The new address will be 217 Monroe Street.  In discussions among the Committee member, the importance of passing the Senate’s bill on  new tax structure is stressed.  He also noted that SUAA is a member of a responsible budget coalition.
B.  Legislative Committee.  Dollins discussed what steps we may be taking with regard to contacts with our legislators.  It was noted that it is important to know the positions of the State SUAA on these issues as we prepare letters from our Chapter.  Key bullet points will undoubtedly include the need to generate new sources of revenue and the importance of not penalizing current employees.
