I.  Call to Order and President's Report
A.  Call to Order.  President Beastall called the meeting to order at 1:35 p.m.  
B.  Approval of the Minutes.  The minutes for March 10, 2010, were approved.  
C.  Review of schedule of meetings for spring, 2010.  (1) Meetings of Executive Committee:  May 12 and June 9; (2) Spring General Membership Meeting, April 25; (3) State Annual Meeting, June 22 and 23; (4) Big Ten Meeting at IU, August 20 – 22; and (5) Survivor Assistance Program, April 30.

D.  President’s Report.  Beastall welcomed new member Edie Terwilliger who is filling the remaining term of Judy Rathgeber.  She also thanked Paul Dollins, Morgan Lynge and Bob Todd for their work on the Regional Meeting, April 6.  She noted that the state SUAA has moved offices to a new location.  A summary of the pension changes enacted on March 24, 2010, was included in the packet distributed at the meeting.  She noted that our chapter needs to appoint a representative to SUAAction.     
II. Treasurer’s Report:  Brighton distributed a copy of the March 2010 financial reports.  The financial report was accepted.  

III.  Action Items
A.  Report on Regional Meeting, April 6.  Dollins reported that there were 132 attendees at this meeting.  Representative Bill Black, Fred Giertz, and Dick Lockhart were the speakers.  He suggested that changes may be needed in the future to differentiate this meeting from the April membership meeting.  One change was a possible co-sponsorship with other nearby chapters.  This year email notices were sent to all members of East Central Illinois chapters with email addresses in the state database, but hard copies for those members without emails were not sent to members in all the chapters.  UIUC members did get hard copies.     
B.  Spring General Membership Meeting, April 25.  Bechtel reported that this meeting will be held at the I Hotel and President Stan Ikenberry will be the speaker.  Lynge will handle meeting arrangements.  Beastall described the program arrangements for handling the election of new members of the Executive Committee.

C.  Legislative Committee/Political Action.  Satterthwaite stated that April 21 was Lobby Day and discussed how members can participate.  Dollins reported on meetings he has held with legislators to indicate support for revenue enhancement.  He suggested that our chapter contact SUAAction to express our concern about any contributions made to legislators who voted for Senate Bill 1946 that reduced pension benefits for new hires.  A motion requested that he draft a letter for the Executive Committee to review was passed.  D’Arcy proposed sending a letter to the state SUAA urging them to begin examining legal options for challenging any legislation that impacts current retirees, as a recent court ruling held that AFSCME did not have standing to bring action on behalf of retirees.  A motion requesting him to draft a letter for the Executive Committee to review was passed.  
D.  Membership Committee Report and Recommendation.   Netter reported that he was working on an email that would regularly be sent to recent SURS retirees.  He will work with Heidi Rockford and bring this to the next meeting.  Engelgau reported that he is working on a one page, 2 sided membership form to facilitate the recruitment of new members.  Larson requested approval to include an ad in Inside Illinois.  This request was approved.   
IV.  Reporting Items
A.  Senate Executive Committee.  Dollins reported that emails had been sent out on issues covered.   
B.  Communications Committee.  Engelgau reported that an individual had responded to the request for assistance.  Beastall will contact this person.  Beastall also reported that 10,000 newsletters had been printed. Those not mailed would be available to be handed out at various locations.
