Minutes for June 9, 2010

I.  Call to Order and President's Report
A.  Call to Order.  President Beastall called the meeting to order at 1:33 p.m.  
B.  Approval of the Minutes.  The minutes for May 12, 2010, were approved.  
C.  Review of schedule of meetings.  (1) State Annual Meeting, June 22 and 23; (2) Big Ten Meeting at IU, August 20-22; (3) State Directors Meeting, October 5
D.  President’s Report.  Beastall thanked the Executive Committee members who were completing their terms – David Bechtel, Katharine Kral, Carl Larson and Morgan Lynge.  She also thanked all those who contributed comments regarding the SUAA legislative goals for next year.     
II. Treasurer’s Report:  Brighton distributed a copy of the May 2010 financial reports.  No dues were collected in May, but he announced that on June 1, the state SUAA deposited March and April dues into our account.  The major expenditure in May was the cost of printing the newsletter.  Also, the advertising expenditure of $300 covered two months of advertising in Inside Illinois.  The financial report was accepted.  

III.  Action Items
A.  Report from the Nominating Committee.  Lynge reported that the Nominating Committee recommended two candidates for the officer positions next year:  Paul Dollins for President and Bob Todd for Vice President.  These candidates were approved unanimously.  No candidate for Secretary was submitted.  A motion to authorize the Nominating Committee to select a Secretary was approved.   
B.  Plans for State Directors Meeting June 22-23, 2010.  Beastall, Dollins and Todd will attend this meeting.  Our chapter has either 6 or 7 votes, but Executive Committee members must be present in person in order to vote.  Other members were encouraged to attend, even if only for the second day when the voting for next year’s executive committee will occur.    
C.  Plans for 2010 Big 10 Retirees Association Meeting at Indiana, August 20-22, 2010.  Beastall asked who planned to attend this meeting.  The University of Michigan has information on its website about this organization.  She reported that in past years the U of I President’s office covered expenses for 1 or 2 attendees.  She requested that anyone interested in attending contact Paul Dollins.
D.  Plans for Fall General Membership Meeting.   Lynge suggested that the program should be determined first, with the date set based on the speaker’s availability.  Potential speakers could be the new Executive Director of SURS or the new President of the U of I.  Lynge will reserve rooms at the I-Hotel once the speaker is confirmed.  
E.  Fall 2010 State Directors Meeting in Urbana, October 5, 2010.   In the past our chapter made the arrangements for this meeting and paid for breakfast and the audio-visual equipment.  In return, registration fees for our members were waived.  This year state SUAA handled the meeting arrangements and selected the I-Hotel for this meeting.  Our chapter was offered the choice of again paying for the breakfast and AV equipment in return for the waiver of our members’ registration fees.  The cost of this meal and equipment would exceed the registration fees.  A motion that we not cover the meeting costs this year and instead have members pay for registration was approved.

F.  Communications Committee Report/Recommendation.  Engelgau distributed a handout that contained drafts of letters to current employees and to recent retirees, and asked anyone with comments to submit them to him, Mark Netter and Heidi Rockwood.   A letter is planned to be sent to all recent retirees 2 or 3 times a year.  Engelgau reported that the Communications and Membership Committees had been working closely together on several joint projects.  He suggested a meeting of both committees with the president and vice president to determine what needs to be done and who should take responsibility for each task.  Netter indicated that this meeting could develop the structure for projects in these areas.  Engelgau asked that anyone interested in joining this meeting contact him.  Lynge mentioned that John Terwilliger’s listserve on retirement issues was very useful, but John had indicated he would discontinue this in the future.  Lynge asked if our chapter should develop a listserve.  Dollins asked if we could get current employees to be able to use dues deductions, as this was a more convenient option for paying dues.  An attempt will be made to meet with outgoing president Ikenberry to ask if he could facilitate this change to Banner. 

G.  Membership Committee Report/Recommendation.  Netter distributed membership figures and the number of UIUC retirees by month for 2008 through 2010.  Our current membership (May 2010) is 1993, which is down 31 since July, 2009.  In each of the last two years there have been approximately 440 retirees. So far in 2010, there are 308 retirements.  Our membership represents approximately 25% of all UIUC retirees.   
IV.  Reporting Items
A.  Legislative Committee/Political Action.  Dollins reported that the pension borrowing and emergency funding legislation had passed, but most other budget actions were being held up.  Satterthwaite suggested that nothing will happen until after the election, but there might be a window of opportunity for action on the state budget after the election but before the end of the year.    
B.  State Executive Committee.  Dollins distributed a handout of the agenda of this meeting.
C.  Bylaws Revision.  Williamson distributed a copy of the Bylaws containing in italics the suggested revisions. This will serve as the basis for further discussion of the revisions in the fall. He noted that amendments are not supposed to take place until the spring meeting though they have occurred in the fall in the past.
D.  SUAA Foundation.  Williamson discussed briefly the problems facing the Foundation starting with the attempt by the current Chair to resign last fall when there was no Vice Chair in place to succeed him. He hopes that this transition can be completed at the State Directors Meeting this month so that we can move forward on Foundation matters including a revision its Bylaws.*
V.  New Business.  There was no new business.
VI. Adjournment and Next Meeting
The meeting was adjourned at 3:10 p.m.  Our next meeting will be August 11, 2010, at 1:30 p.m. in the Clark-Lindsey Board Room.
