I.  Call to Order and President’s Report
A.  Call to Order.  Vice President Todd called the meeting to order at 1:30 p.m.  

B.  Approval of the Minutes.  The minutes for December 8, 2010, were approved.  

C.  Review of schedule of meetings.

D.  President’s Report.  None—President Dollins was sick.  Bill Williamson reported on the January 24, 2011 State Executive Committee meeting.  There was agreement on the position of opposing any diminishment of benefits for current employees.
II.
Treasurer’s Report: 
· Gerald Brighton distributed a copy of the December 2010 and January 2011 financial reports.  
· Receipts for December were dues of $644 plus $2.00 in interest credits.  The expenditures in December were meeting costs, advertising, and website expenses for a total of $71.  The fund balance on December 31, 2010 was $88,552—$41,779 in checking account and $46,773 in CDs.  

· Receipts for January were $2.00 in interest credits.  The expenditure in January was advertising in Inside Illinois for a total of $422.  The fund balance on January 31, 2011 was $88,169—$41,359 in checking account and $46,810 in CDs.  

· The financial reports were accepted.  

· A discussion was held about changing the fiscal year from “July 1-June 30” to “January 1-December 31” to mirror the State SUAA fiscal year.  Later in the meeting a formal motion to change the fiscal year from “July 1 through June 30” to “January 1 through December 31” was made, seconded, and approved by the Executive Committee.
III.
Action Items
A. Nominations for Executive Committee for 2011-2014.  The Nominating Committee [Mary Beastall, Mark Netter (Chair), Heidi Rockwood, Bob Todd] nominated Gary Engelgau (for a second term), Jane Loeb, and Terry Rupprecht.  A motion to approve these candidates was made, seconded, and approved.  The Nominating Committee is still working on a fourth candidate; the Executive Committee gave the Nominating Committee the authority to approve the fourth member once she/he is identified.
B. There was discussion about whether the State SUAA was to hold a regional meeting, and where it would be held.  No action was taken.
C. Planning for Spring Meeting on May 1.  The room has been reserved at the Hawthorne Suites.  Steve Rugg announced that Governor Edgar would be the speaker.
D. Plans for Big Ten Retirees Assn. Meeting, August 12-14, 2011, Madison, WI

E. Meeting with Interim Chancellor Easter.  No date has been set.
F. Revision of the Chapter Bylaws.  Final changes to the Bylaws were made.  The substantive changes were (a) to change the title in Article V from “Nominating Committee” to “Elections”, and (b) to add a sentence in Article VII to define the fiscal year:  “The fiscal year shall be from January 1 through December 31,” which is the same language used in the State SUAA Bylaws.  Revisions were also made to the cover letter that Paul Dollins will send with the proposed revisions to the Bylaws indicating that these proposals resulted from a regular periodic review of the Bylaws.  A motion to send the Bylaws revisions to the Chapter membership and to hold a vote to approve them at the May 1 meeting was made, seconded, and approved.
IV.  Reporting Items
A.
Membership.  Mark Netter reported that the membership number for January showed a net gain of nine members.  
B.
Legislative Committee. The Steve Rugg, Rick Schoell, and Paul Dollins met with Rep. Jakobsson and Sen. Frerichs since the last meeting.  Future meetings with area legislators are being planned.
C.
Communications.  Carl Larson reported that the Chapter renewed a contract with Inside Illinois for the remainder of the academic year.
D.
Benefits Committee.  Steve D’Arcy requested comments on the white paper (about risks to benefits for current retirees, current employees, and future employees), and seeks suggestions on to whom it should be sent, and in what format it should be sent.  He will investigate to see how many people took a retirement annuity at a lower value so as to get full health benefits.

Tom Conry reported on proposals before the SURS Board of Trustees on changes to the election rules for the next round of Trustee elections next year.
Mary Beastall led a discussion on Survivor’s Assistance Workshops and asked about dates for future workshops.
